Searching Tips for the Public Health Interventions Cost Effectiveness Database  (PHICED)
Introduction

When you first access the PHICED tool, the results section will show you all the records in the database.  You can search within these results by public health area, country, patient group or intervention.

Search

The tool allows you to search by public health area, country, patient group or intervention.  Each category has ‘All’ as its default setting.  By clicking on the arrow to the left hand side of ‘All’ you can refine your search by subcategory.  For example you can click on area and select from alcohol, obesity, physical activity or tobacco.
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Once you have chosen a subcategory you will notice that the number of records displayed changes instantly to reflect the subcategory you have chosen.
You can then further refine your search by selecting further subcategories in other categories.  Again the number of records displayed changes instantly.

If you wish to retain the search criteria you have chosen but change the public health area you have chosen you can select all again in the public health area and then select a different subcategory.

Results

The tabs at the top of the results section allow you to move between ALL, NICE, CE Study, Decision Tools.
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You can increase or decrease the number of studies shown per page by clicking on the bar at the bottom of the results section and changing the show per page number.
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To move to the next page of results go to the relevant page number above the search section.

By clicking on the white arrows to the left hand side of the area, patient group and country columns you can make the results show alphabetically.
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Clicking on the reference links you through to the NHSEED record (CE studies), NICE guidance or decision tool.
